LRA has to “stand in line” to obtain funding like any 

other Ministry and Agency.  

The Government has promised to make some payment due the 

retirees, and the Ministry of Finance and Development Planning 

is currently processing said payments for the retirees.  

Tuesday and Thursday’s actions by retirees are being resolved 

by GOL. 

Taxpayers are informed that normal tax paying activities 

continue at the LRA headquarters in Paynesville.
